The championships will be held under the TTQ, TTA & ITTF regulations and the
current laws of Table Tennis.
Events 1 and 2, Group matches shall be the best of 5 games in a Round Robin
format. Then the Knock-out draw is the best of 7 game format, including finals.
All other events are the best of 5 games, 11 point format, including finals.
Players not seeded in events 1 and 2 are eligible to play in special events.
Each match shall be controlled by an Umpire whose decision shall be final on
point of fact. The decision of the Referee shall be final on point of law.
Seedings and acceptance of entries are at the discretion of the tournament
committee.
Double Fish 3*** star white balls will be used.
All entrants must be currently registered players of an Association affiliated with
TTQ and/or TTA.
Losing players will umpire subsequent matches before leaving the centre.
Players can be called on to umpire at any time when they are not competing.
Players not available to play when called upon to do so may be liable for
disqualification.
Insufficient entries may warrant the cancellation or combining of events without
prior notification.
Junior Age event limits (events 8 to 14) - Under age as at 01/01/2010
Veteran Age event limits (events 21 to 32) - Over age during 2010
* The tournament committee reserves the right to alter prize money if
insufficient entries are received for an event. In event 1 prize money as stated
on entry form. In event 2* upper prize money will be paid only if there are
sufficient entries, otherwise Winners will be paid 50% , R/U 25%
In events 3 -7 & 15 - 32 prize money will be paid Winners 50% , R/U 25%
Junior events Winner & Runner-up to receive medals.
Entry fees must be paid on arrival and prior to playing of any event. Fees will
only be refunded under exceptional circumstances.
